This curriculum will allow our children to have a sense of who they are locally, nationally and globally, while developing them into well-rounded and successful historians, by having a sense of chronology; being able to organise their understanding of the past.

· UKS2—Egyptians: achievements of earliest civilisations; Vikings: Invaders and Settlers, Anglo Saxons; Victorians: time after Britain after 1066; Local Study/Battle of Britain/Dambusters.
