Spoken: The focus of study in modern languages
will be on practical communication; to take part
in simple oral exchanges.

Reading: Read carefully and show understanding
of words, phrases and simple writing; appreciate
stories, songs, poems and rhymes in the
language; broaden their vocabulary and develop
their ability to understand new words that are
introduced into familiar written material,
including through using a dictionary. Discussion
of what they read will be conducted in English.

Writing: Write phrases from memory, and adapt
these to create new sentences. To be able to
express ideas clearly; describe people, places,
things and actions orally and in writing plus
understand basic grammar appropriate to the
language.
